The AIFUCTO leadership has been pursuing the tasks as charted out  by the Kanyakumari  Conference. 

The issues include the payment of arrears by the Central Government and the rectification of anomalies. The General Secretary , staying in Delhi,has been posting   you with the developments through  our website 
Payment of arrears by the Govt. of India
Meeting with the Hon’ble Union Finance Minister
We had decided to take up the matter with all relevant Departments and with all levels of political leadership in Delhi and resort to a massive court arrest program if, even after these efforts, our demand is not conceded. As a part of our lobbying the General Secretary had a second meeting with Sri Pranab Mukherjee, Hon’le Finance Minister, this time on 18th November,2011 and requested his  intervention in resolving the vexed issue, now almost three years old. The General Secretary drew the attention of the Hon’ble Minister  to the objections of his Ministry officials  to treat the age of retirement and the payment of the 80% share of the Central Government separately. Sri Mukherjee assured the General Secretary that he would look into the matter.
Discussions with Sri R.P.Sisodia,Jt. Secretary,MHRD & MHRD exercises
The General Secretary held several meetings with Sri Sisodia to discuss the hurdles before the payment. In this connection ,the General Secretary was in close touch with NUEPA academicians,in the preparation of necessary documents to be presented to the Committee of Secretaries.

In the mean time the MHRD has answered  the queries raised by a number of MPs in their letters and  during the debate in both the Houses of Parliament. The MHRD reply  explains the steps taken up by it to resove the issue as well as the hope that a solution is expected soon. You may please remember that the AIFUCTO and our affiliates contacted MPs of all political parties and appealed to them to kindly intervene. We thank all MPs who have taken keen interest and are trying to resolve the problem.
Meeting with Ms. Vibha Puri Das and Sri Sisodia on 15th December,2011

The General Secretary met Ms.Das,the  Secretary, HRD  and expressed the concern of AIFUCTO with regard to the delay in the payment of Central Govt. share. Ms. Das told the General Secretary that her ministry is eager  to make the payment and is working towards resolving the matter. The General Secretary  again met Sri Sisodia the same day and sought an early solution.
Postponement of Court arrest program in Delhi

In view of the positive discussion with Sri Pranab Mukherjee, Hon’le Finance Minister and the ongoing exercises by the MHRD to resolve the problem of payment of arrears by the Central Govt. the Court Arrest Program has been postponed. The next NEC meeting will review the situation and decide on the future course of action. 

However, all affiliates are directed to remain  fully prepared to come to Delhi for the Court Arrest Program to be decided upon by the next NEC at Gulbrga on 15th January,2012.We have not withdrawn the program; we have only postponed  it  to give some more time to the Govt. to make the necessary notification.
Developments regarding anomaly committee & meeting with UGC Chairman
The General Secretary met Prof.Ved Praksh,Chairman,UGC and reiterated our demand to notify the rectification of anomalies in UGC Regulations in line with our stated position.
The Anomaly Committee has submitted the final report to the UGC. The report is being reviewed by an expert body.  We have submitted our observations and suggestions for changes to be made,  as and when  and wherever changes become necessary, over some of the clauses including ones relating to the CAS as formulated by the original recommendations .We submitted to  the UGC and MHRD to take  an all India perspective on the availability of research facilities, especially in rural areas. We demanded that a realistic and constructive approach was necessary for the purpose. We hope our standpoint after due appreciation would be incorporated by the expert body.
 Change in UGC Ph.D Regulations-2009-our demand
The AIFUCTO has been agitating against the arbitrary and inequitable Ph.D Regulations which made all existing Ph.D holders ineligible. We made several representations to the MHRd and UGC to make the Regulations prospective only. Now the UGC is going to take steps in this regard and we make it very clear that we shall never accept the Ph.D Regulations 2009 in its present form as this made thousands of Ph.D holders ineligible to apply for new appointment and change of university/college.We reiterated our demand to make it  only prospective.

 New Pension scheme protest rally

A massive rally was held in Delhi on 25th November,2011 to protest the New Pension Fund Development Regulatory Bill. All sections of teachers and govt. employees and public sector employees participated in the protest rally. the rally was attended by the AIFUCTO activists from different states. General Secretary, Prof.V.S Nehera and Prof. J.N.Shukla, both Vice Presidents of AIFUCTO participated in the rally.

Prof. K.K. Thekedath,  former President, and the General Secretary, AIFUCTO addressed the rally and pledged full support to the nation wide movement to safeguard the interest of the workers and teachers. The rally was addressed by a number of MPs.
News from the States

Extension of retirement age in Bihar & Uttarakhand
The Bihar Govt has increased the age of retirement of university and college teachers to 65 years as per the pay revision order of the MHRD from the date of notification of the UGC Regulations. We congratulate the leadership of our Bihar Affiliates led by  Prof.V.P Singh,Prof.Sanjay former and present National Secretaries of AIFUCTO and others for the powerful movement they built up to make the govt. agree to implementation of the pay scale order in toto.
A High Court Division Bench order has asked the Govt of Uttarakhand to extend the age of retirement to 65 years within one month and revise the statute of universities to facilitate the process.  Congratulations to the teachers of Uttarakhand led by Prof.Kulsrestha,Zonal Secretary,AIFUCTO and Prof.V.C.Pandey and Prof.D.K.Tiagi  the Federation leaders.
Several cases are pending in the Supreme Court and High Courts in several states in the same matter.Our leaders are working hard for favourable judgments.
