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Dear Friends,

Greetings.

The last circular highlighted the delay in releasing the quantum of financial assistance due to the States for payment of arrears following wage revision and other demands. We informed you of a series of agitation program of action in support of our demands. We are confident that the affiliates have been taking measures to make the action programs successful. We are aware that since assembly election process is on in some of the States, our units could not embark on the course of action evolved by the Kolkata NEC.  Please resume your action program as soon as the election process is over .Please get ready to participate in a massive rally planned in Delhi in July when Parliament resumes session. Let us take all efforts to make it a mammoth rally. The date of the rally would be announced as and when we get the schedule of Lok Sabha.
Payment of arrears by Govt. of India and State Govts.
There is no development regarding the payment of arrears from the Govt. of India. We have been informed that the cabinet could not take up the matter owing to the elections in some states. Tamilnadu govt. has started disbursement of the last and final 1/3rd instalment of arrears without waiting for central assistance. Assam govt. has distributed a sizable part of the total arrears  while Odisha had already paid the entire arrears. Some states have not at all.
Representation to state Chief Ministers, Education Ministers, Central Ministers and MPs

All state federations and affiliates should immediately seek appointment with their Chief Ministers, Education ministers, Central ministers and MPs from the respective states and place demand for arrears payments by both the state and central govts. without any further delay. They should be requested to take up with the central govt. the issue of arrears and also discuss the matter in the platforms like CABE and other joint meetings. Please note that such meetings should be held at the earliest.
Regulations Anomaly Committee Report

The UGC Regulations and Anomaly Committee have started its final deliberations. The General Secretary is in constant touch with the committee members and has already sent communications to UGC to expedite the matter.
News from States

Maharashtra

On 18th April 2011, the Maharashtra Federation of University & College Teachers Organisations (MFUCTO) held a massive Dharna at Azad Maidan in Mumbai from 12 noon to 4 p.m. The decision for the Dharna was taken by the MFUCTO on 13th March'11 to protest against the failure of Maharashtra government to resolve various long pending issues. Copy of the Charter of Demands submitted to the state govt. is attached. 

                    Nearly 3000 teachers from all over the state braved the blistering heat and converged to Mumbai. More than ten MLAs and MLCs  came to declare their support to the teachers. Teachers from Social work and self-financing Engineering colleges also joined this Protest action

                    Since this action coincided with the first phase of 3-phase action plan announced by the AIFUCTO NEC at Kolkata, besides the MFUCTO charter special emphasis was given to the demand for Withdrawal of PFRDA Bill and release of arrears.
