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Dear Friends.

Greetings.

We are all going to meet in just three weeks time at the Conference venue at Kanyakumari, the sacred land of confluences, of mighty oceans, ancient religions and great cultures of India.
Let me briefly inform you of  some of the  most recent and  important developments relating to our service condition, and also to remind you of the constitutional provisions regarding your representation to the General Council to the conference. Please note the following clauses of our Constitution on this matter:

Clause 5 (b)
“Annual subscription of an association shall be at the rate of Rs.10 per member of the Association, subject to a minimum of Rs.1500.Its representation to the General Council shall be on the basis of 2 members for the first 350 members or part thereof and one for every 350 thereafter with one additional member allowed   for every residual fraction of 175 onwards, provided that the representation of an Association to the General Council shall not exceed 23”.
Clause 5(c) 

“Annual subscription of a Federation shall be Rs.5000, and its representation to the General Council shall be 4 members.”
 Clause 5(d)

“The representation of the existing Life Members to the General Council shall be on the basis of One  for every 10 members.”
This issue of Teachers’ Movement carries the Election Bye laws  for your perusal.
Payment of Arrears by the Central Govt.

I have been in constant touch with the officers in the Ministry of HRD. Since our Dharna in Delhi there has been considerable progress in this regard. We have made it very clear that the payment of arrears should not be mixed up with the age of superannuation revised to 65 by the MHRD.  We further reiterated that we demand the entire scheme as a package should be implemented as per the MHRD pay scale order and the UGC regulation by all the state governments. The arrears must be paid immediately and should not be held back any more on the ground that some provisions have not yet been complied with  by some states.

I shall report further developments in the Conference.
UGC Regulations Anomaly Committee

I am also in constant touch with the UGC on the Anomaly Committee and keep on reminding them of  our suggestions to make necessary changes and categorically notify that the Regulations with  prospective  effect only. The report has now reached the final stage and the Commission will take up the matter at its next meeting.
Extension of the date of RC and OC

 As you all know, the demand for the final extension of the date of Refresher and Orientation courses is one of the topmost priorities with the AIFUCTO.I am keeping close watch on the matter and hope that our demand will be accepted by the UGC.
