 Subject: New Ph.D.Regulation and exemption to the Ph.D Scholars in the old regulations

Sir,

Kindly refer to our earlier representations regarding new Ph.D regulations vis-s-vis scholars who received the degree or submitted thesis or registered before the notification of the new  Ph. D regulations (Gazetted on July,11,009).The regulation reads as follows:
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The AIFUCTO is of the considered opinion that it is discriminatory to demand adherence to  new regulations from those who have fulfilled all the  previously stipulated requirements in their research as stipulated by UGC in the old regulation for Ph.D. work.A researcher who has submitted the thesis or obtained the degree or completed the research but not submitted before the notification of new Ph.D.regulations  is being denied justice if he/she is deprived of the opportunity to avail of  the exemption after having  working hard .Further, very few universities had such requirements of Ph.D work  as suggested in the new scheme.
Under these circumstances, we  request you to grant exemption to and confer  eligibility on those who obtained Ph.D /submitted  the thesis/registered before July 11,2010 and make them eligible for appointment in colleges and universities and career advancement schemes.
